• Proven ways to Extend the learning and,  
• Finally, ideas about how to Evaluate fairly in an unfair world. ��

 
Kathy est coordinatrice de “Destination Arts” à l’Université York. Pendant les dernières 30 années, elle a 
été enseignante, consultante et coordinatrice pour le conseil d’éducation de Toronto. Elle est aussi 
renommée pour ses discours sur la motivation. Elle a donné plusieurs conférences au Canada et aux États 
Unis.  
Kathy has written a number of books for teachers: What do you do about the kid who...? 50 Strategies that 
turn teaching into Learning, Pembroke, 2004, In Graphic Detail (with David Booth) Scholastic/Rubicon, 
2006, Leap into Literacy: Teaching the Tough Stuff so it Sticks 2007, and Teaching Fairly in an Unfair 
World, Pembroke, 2008.  She has also been involved in writing books for the Bold Print (Nelson) and 
Timeline (Scholastic) series. The latter series has been translated into French under the title “Au fil de 
l’histoire”.
